B. Jesus emphasized the commandment to love one’s neighbor as oneself
(Matthew 22:39). Showing respect is a tangible expression of love for others,
fulfilling this foundational coommandment.

C. The Golden Rule, found in Matthew 7:12, instructs believers to treat others as they
would like to be treated. Respecting others is a direct application of this principle.
The Bible instructs us to practice respect and it helps us to reflect Jesus.

Let's take a quick look at the story we heard today.

The Runaway Brother - A Story of Love, Forgiveness, and Patience

Once upon a time, in a village, there was a kind father and his two sons. The
younger son was adventurous and wanted to explore the world.

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DAY 3 HUMILITY & MEEKNESS

We learned lessons on humility and meekness from the life of our superhero Jesus.
He demonstrated a deep humility that made Him the greatest superhero of all
time, from loving the outcasts to washing His followers’ feet. As we examine
lessons from his life, we find that real strength is found in leaning down to help
others rather than in dominating them.
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Let's recap some incidents that show how Jesus, our humble superhero,
taught us the superpowers of humility and meekness.

e Washing the Disciples’ Feet: Once, Jesus surprised His friends by doing
something unexpected. He knelt and washed their dusty feet! This was usually a
job for servants, but Jesus showed that being a superhero means being humble
and serving others.

e The Kind Samaritan: Jesus told a cool story about a man who got hurt, and many
people passed by without helping. But guess what? A Samaritan, someone
others thought was different, stopped and cared for the hurt man. Jesus showed
us that true strength is in being kind to everyone, no matter who they are.



One day, when
people thought children were not important, Jesus said, "No way!" He welcomed
the children with open arms, showing that everyone, no matter their size, is
special to Him.

But Jesus didn't care about
that. He showed kindness to Zacchaeus, and it changed his heart. Jesus taught
us that being humble means treating everyone with love, even if others don't.

e Forgiving on the Cross: The biggest superhero moment was when Jesus was on
the cross. Even though He had the power to stop it, He chose to forgive those who
hurt Him. This incredible act of meekness showed that true strength comes from
love and forgiveness.
